___Health Room: Help kids that are sent to the health room. Volunteers are needed daily during the mid-day hours.
Basic training is provided.

___Mentors: Work in classrooms with students one-on-one to help with reading and math.

___Math and Science Enrichment: Enhance the science and math curriculums through presentations, games, puzzles,
book clubs, etc. This includes enrichment for the highly capable as well as support at grade level.

___Box Tops and Labels: Collect box tops from the classrooms, organize, and submit them for proper funding and prizes.
